PREAMBLE

WHEREAS, the GOVERNMENT of the ARAB REPUBLIC OF
EGYPT, the EGYPTIAN GENERAL PETROLEUM
CORPORATION and MERLON PETROLEUM EL FAYUM
COMPANY, have entered imto a Concession Agreement for
Petroleum Exploration and Exploitation in EL FAYUM AREA,
WESTERN DESERT, issued by virtue of Law No. 147 of 2004 as
amended by virtue of Law No. 132 0of 2010 "First (1*) Amendment" and
Law No. 201 of 2017 "Second (2") Amendment" (Law No. 147 of
2004 as amended by virtue of Law No. 132 of 2010 and Law No.
201 of 2017 hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Concession
Agreement”); and
WHEREAS, MERLON INTERNATIONAL LLC ( the owner of the
entire share capital of MERLON EL FAYUM Company) had
assigned all of its affiliated company’s shares to SOCO
INTERNATIONAL PLC dated 27/3/2019 , as a result of SOCO’s
acquisition of MERLON EL FAYUM with retention of MERLON’s

Add the following at the end of paragraph (4) (g) of Article 111
"GRANT OF RIGHTS AND TERM" of Law No. 147 of 2004:

In case CONTRACTOR dispose all or part of its share of Production
Sharing Gas and Excess Cost Recovery Gas, if any, by itself to local
market, the effective Law No. 196 of 2017 for Regulating Gas
Market Activities in A.R.E. shall be applied on CONTRACTOR.

square kilometers (122 km?), as described by the boundary
coordinates hereinafter referred to in Annex (A-3) and illustrated by

the map in Annex (B-3) and the following provisions shall apply:-

The current and final Exploration period (the Second Extension
period) shall be extended for an additional period of three and half
(3.5) years starting on 16/11/2020 and ending on 15/5/2024.
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(2) CONTRACTOR shall spend through the Operating Company during
the extension period mentioned in paragraph (1) above, starting on
16/11/2020 till 15/5/2024, a minimum of six million U.S. Dollars
($6,000,000) on Exploration operations and activities,
CONTRACTOR shall drill two (2) new exploratory wells, and
conduct a 3D seismic survey in the Northern Area for an area of four
hundred square kilometers (400 km®), CONTRACTOR shall submit
a Production Guaranty to EGPC in the form specified in Annex
(C-5) of this Third (3") Amendment Agreement covering the minimum of
such obligations , at least one day before the signature by the

Minister of Petroleum of this Third 3™) Amendment Agreement.

Such Production Guaranty shall be for guaranteeing the payment
and/or transferring a quantity of Petroleum sufficient in value to
cover the difference between the sum of six million U.S. Dollars
($6,000,000) and the amount actually spent by the Operating
Company on behalf of CONTRACTOR and approved by EGPC. In
case of any "Shortfall" (being the difference between the amount of
CONTRACTOR's financial obligation mentioned above, minus the
total amount approved by EGPC, for the concerned obligation period
starting 16/11/2020 and ending 15/5/2024) EGPC shall notify
CONTRACTOR in writing by the value of such Shortfall. Within
fifteen (15) days from the date of this notification, CONTRACTOR
shall transfer the amount of the shortfall to EGPC's account , or
transfer quantity of Petroleum sufficient in value to cover such
Shortfall , and if CONTRACTOR did not transfer this shortfall
within the mentioned fifteen (15) days, EGPC has the right to deduct
out of CONTRACTOR’s dues up to the amount of the shortfall.
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(3) CONTRACTOR shall be obligated to execute the carry forward
financial and technical commitments (drilling four (4) exploratory

wells within the Exploration Area), according to Law No. 132 of

2010 "First (1) Amendment" and Law No. 201 of 2017 "Second (2™)

Amendment".

(4) In case CONTRACTOR surrenders its Exploration rights under this
Third (3) Amendment Agreement as set forth above before or at the end
of the extension period on 15/5/2024 having expended less than the
total sum of six million U.S. Dollars ($6,000,000) on Exploration, or
in the event at the end of the extension period on 15/5/2024,
CONTRACTOR has expended less than that sum in the Exploration
Area, an amount equal to the difference between the said six million
U.S. Dollars ($6,000,000) and the amount actually spent on
Exploration and approved by EGPC shall be paid by
CONTRACTOR to EGPC at the time of surrendering or within six
(6) months from the end of the extension period on 15/5/2024, as the
case may be, such shortfall shall be considered unrecoverable.

In case no Commercial Discovery is established by the end of the

extension period on 15/5/2024, or in case CONTRACTOR

surrenders the Exploration Area under this Third (3") Amendment

Agreement prior to such time, EGPC shall not bear any of the

aforesaid obligations spent by CONTRACTOR.

- In case CONTRACTOR elects to dispose all or part of its share of
Production Sharing Gas and Excess Cost Recovery Gas, if any, by
itself to local market, CONTRACTOR shall notify EGPC of the
Gas price, quantities and Gas buyer, the effective Law No. 196 of
2017 for Regulating Gas Market Activities in A.R.E. shall be
applied on CONTRACTOR.

- In case EGPC/EGAS or EGPC/EGAS and CONTRACTOR export
Gas or LPG jointly, they should obtain the A.R.E. competent
authorities’ approval on the price and quantities allocated for
export.

ARTICLE VII

- Upon the Minister of Petroleum approval for This (3) Third Amendment
Agreement and after the relevant law is issued , notwithstanding
anything in contrary stated in the Agreement issued by Law No.
147 of 2004 as amended by Article V of the First (1¥) Amendment
issued by virtue of Law No. 132 of 2010 and Article VI of the
Second (2) Amendment issued by virtue of Law No. 201 of 2017,
Cost Recovery Petroleum percentage in the above mentioned Laws
shall be amended from thirty percent (30%) , to forty percent

8 - CONTRACTOR shall pay to EGPC as a signature bonus the sum of

9 - CONTRACTOR shall pay to EGPC at the beginning of every
Financial Year during any of the Development periods an amount
equal to fifty thousand U.S. Dollars ($50,000) as a training bonus for
the training of EGPC employees in departments of Agreements,
Exploration, Production and Financial Control Foreign and Joint
Venture companies. CONTRACTOR shall also pay fifty thousand
United States Dollars ($50,000) as a training bonus for the training

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ARTICLE X

Add the following at the end of Article XV "RESPONSIBILITY
FOR DAMAGES" of Law No. 147 of 2004:-
However, any damage resulting from issuing any order, regulation or
direction of the GOVERNMENT of the Arab Republic of Egypt
whether in the form of a law or otherwise, EGPC and/or
CONTRACTOR shall be exempted from the responsibility of non-
performance or delay of any obligation hereunder, in consequence of
issuing these orders, regulations or directions in the limitation of
imposing these orders, regulations or directions. CONTRACTOR
shall be granted the necessary period to restore the damage done of
the non-performance or delay by adding a period to the period of the
Agreement, with respect to the Block or Blocks affected by these
orders, regulations or directions.

ARTICLE XI
Except as specifically amended hereby, the Concession Agreement
shall continue in full force and effect in accordance with its terms.
However, in case of any conflict between the provisions of the
Concession Agreement and the provisions of this Third (3") Amendment
Agreement, the latter shall apply.

Reference is made to this Third (3“1) Amendment Agreement issued by virtue
of Law No. --- of 20.... of the Concession Agreement for Petroleum
Exploration and Exploitation issued by virtue of Law No. 147 of 2004 as
amended by virtue of Law No. 132 of 2010 "First (1¥') Amendment" and Law
No. 201 of 2017 "Second(2“d) Amendment" by and between the ARAB
REPUBLIC OF EGYPT (A.RE., the EGYPTIAN GENERAL
PETROLEUM CORPORATION (EGPC) and PHAROS EL FAYUM
COMPANY (PHAROS EL FAYUM), ("PHAROS EL FAYUM"
hereinafter referred to as "CONTRACTOR") .

PHAROS EL FAYUM which is the partner with EGPC in the
Concession Agreement issued by virtue of Law No. 147 of 2004 as
amended by virtue of Law No. 132 of 2010 "First (1*) Amendment" and
Law No. 201 of 2017 "Second (2“d) Amendment", as Guarantor and on
behalf of CONTRACTOR hereby undertakes that, if CONTRACTOR
spends through the Operating Company during the three and half (3.5)
year final Exploration Period starting on 16/11/2020 less than the
minimum amount specified for such period of six million U.S. Dollars
($6,000,000) (the difference being hereunder described as the
“Shortfall”), EGPC shall notify PHAROS EL FAYUM as
CONTRACTOR and as Guarantor in writing of the amount of the
Shortfall. Within fifteen (15) days of receipt of said notice, PHAROS EL
FAYUM on behalf of CONTRACTOR shall pay and/or transfer to EGPC

a quantity of Petroleum sufficient in value to cover the Shortfall.
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In case said Petroleum shall be transferred, it will be deducted from
PHAROS EL FAYUM's share of Petroleum production from all its
Development Leases, pursuant to the terms of the Concession Agreement
for Petroleum Exploration and Exploitation issued by virtue of the Law
mentioned above and said Petroleum shall be valued at the time of the
transfer to EGPC in accordance with the provisions of the Concession
Agreement, from which such share has been transferred.
